pany of our new pack members.

Cheyenne was being kept in a small farm yard,
and it was only through the kind efforts of a
neighbor that she received regular food and water.
Frustrated with the continuing neglect, the
neighbor talked with local authorities who con-
vinced the owner to bring Cheyenne to LCWR.
Despite her previous situation, she’s very ener-
getic, friendly and has a sweet disposition. Chey-
enne is settling in with Mangus and Hopi.

Nika was at a shelter in CT where a visitor rec-
ognized her as a wolfdog and contacted us for
confirmation. It then took a month of our working
with the state before Nika could be moved to
LCWR. We know little of her background, but
she’s very shy and we’re patiently working to gain

her trust.

Yoki used to live near a park which was a favorite
play spot for local kids. He didn’t cause any prob-
lems, but because the activity agitated him, his fam-
ily decided to bring him to the Refuge. He probably
just wanted to join in with the kids, because here
he’s fun-loving and always looking to play.

When Sazi’s family moved to MA, authorities
threatened to confiscate him. The family then con-
tacted us and arranged to bring him to the Refuge
where he’d be more welcome. Though very shy,
Sazi is more comfortable with women. He now en-
joys the company of Tocut and Wyah.

Phoenix.....in answer to the last newsletter’s ques-
tion, Phoenix is a south western coyote. Malnour-
ished and kept in a very small cage — on which
she’d broken several teeth trying to get out — Phoe-
nix was in a terrible situation before making it to
LCWR. She has calmed down and filled out quite a
bit since arriving, and now shares a pen with Tunka.
They’re very happy together, but a real Mutt & Jeff
pair — she’s 23 Ibs and he’s 110! Because she’s a
coyote, and unlikely to do well in any of the packs,
one of the summer’s projects will be to expand their
pen.

We’re also looking forward to putting up the
maintenance garage — a much needed space out of
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the rain and snow.

LCWR on the Road

In February, Myrtle presented information on
LCWR at the Unity College Job Fair. Following
the event, we have already had several students
contact us interested in doing internships this
summer.

Last fall we had the opportunity to participate
in several events. In October, Myrtle set up a
